INTRODUCTION
i

The map area encompasses 16 surveyed townships covering the 
Red Lake greenstone belt. All townships with the exception ot Killa 
la and Shaver townships have been mapped at a scale of 1:12000 
by the Ontario Geological Survey.

The map area liesbetween latitudes 50 0 55'55" and 5r 11'40" 
and longitudes 93"29 20" and 94"18'50".

Gold production began in Red Lake on April 2, 1930 with the 
start of the Howey Mine. The first gold brick was poured on May 14, 
1930. Gold production has continued uninterupted since that lime 
and to the end of 1989, has totalled approximately 15 million 
ounces. Ol that amount, Campbell Red Lake Mines (Placer Dome 
Inc.) supplied just under 7 million ounces, Arthur W. White Mine 
(Dickenson Mines Lid) has produced 2.7 million ounces, the Mad 
sen Mine produced 2 4 million ounces and the Cochenour-Willans 
Mine has yielded 1.2 million ounces of gold. In addition to the four 
major producers, ihirteen other mines contributed to the lotal gold 
production.

GENERAL GEOLOGY
The Red Lake greenstone belt is located in the western Uchi Sub- 
province of the Archean Superior Province.

Supracrustal rocks of the map area have been subdivided by 
Pirie (1981) into a lower tholeiitic to komatiitic sequence of rocks 
which is flanked on the north and south by an upper calc-alkalic se 

quence of rocks. A middle sequence of rocks, of limited extent, has 
been identified by Corfu and Wallace (1986).

The lower tholeiitic-kornatiitic sequence is composed largely of 
mafic to ultramafic metavolcanic rocks with minor amounls ot inter 
mediate to felsic metavolcanic rocks and metasedimentary rocks.

The felsic melavolcanic rocks occur as thin sequences of tuffa 
ceous to pyroclastic units enclosed by tholeiitic basalts and basal 
tic komatiites. Mafic to ultramafic intrusive rocks comprise a signifi 
cant component of the lower sequence. Metasedimentary rocks in 
clude slromatolitic marble, chert, ironstone, argillite, wacke, grey 
wacke and polymictic conglomerate.

U-Pb geochronology on felsic rocks of the lower sequence has 
yielded ages ranging between 2992 Ma to 2894 Ma (Corfu and An 
drews 1987; Corfu and Wallace 1986).

A minor middle sequence consisting dominantly of felsic pyro 
clastic rocks and limiled in extent to the west side of McKenzie Is 
land yielded a U-Pb zircon age date of 2830 Ma (Corfu and Wallace
1986).

The upper calc-alkalic sequence consists of intermediate to 
felsic tuffaceous and pyroclastic metavolcanic rocks with subordi 
nate amounts of feldspar-phyric mafic flows. Several U-Pb zircon 
dates from Ihe upper sequence give ages between 2748 to 2733 
Ma. On the basis of geochemistry the upper sequence is divisible 
into an earlier tholeiitic and younger calc-alkalic sequence (Corfu 
and Andrews 1987; Wallace et al. 1986).

Intrusive into the supracrustal rocks are numerous dikes and 
stocks of variable composition ranging from serpentinized perido 
tite, gabbro, diorite and granodiorite to quartz feldspar porphyries. 
The most significani intrusion volumetrically is the Dome Stock 
which is a large elliptical pluton intruding Ihe central part of the 
greenstone belt.

The Red Lake greenstone bell is entirely enclosed by post-vol 
canic granitoid batholiths which yield U-Pb zircon ages ranging 
from 2731 to 2699 Ma (Corfu and Wallace 1986; Corfu and Andrews
1987). The presenl configuration of the Red Lake greenstone belt is 
the result of diapiric emplacement of the enclosing granitoids.
